About This Manual

This document describes the process for installing BEA WebLogic Mobility Server™ version
3.6.

Please read this document before commencing installation to ensure you comply with the
installation pre-requisites and have access to relevant installation configuration information.

Note: The WebLogic Mobility Server installer also installs the Device Repository that WebLogic
Mobility Server uses to obtain device profile information

Intended Audience

It is recommended that your IT department, database/development team or a technical consultant
perform the tasks outlined in this document.

Begin by reading the section below, which explains how to use the guide.

Using This Guide

The document is divided into five chapters:
1. The “1—Perform Pre-Installation Task” chapter explains how to configure the Java path.

2. The “2—Install WebLogic Mobility Server 3.6” chapter describes the WebLogic Mobility
Server installation process and is split into two sections: “Install WebLogic Mobility Server
on MS Windows 2000” and “Install WebLogic Mobility Server on Sun Solaris, RedHat
Linux and HP-UX”. Complete the steps in the section relevant to your operating system.

3. Complete the steps in chapter “3—Additional Configuration: Mobility Plugin for BEA
Workshop for WebLogic Platform 9.2/10 Installations” if you installed WebLogic Mobility
Server on BEA WebLogic Platform 9.2/10, or opted to install the Mobility Plugin for BEA
Workshop while completing the steps described in the installation chapter.

4. Complete the steps in chapter “5—Additional Configuration: Mobility Extension for BEA
WebLogic Workshop 8.1 Installations” if you installed WebLogic Mobility Server on BEA
WebLogic 8.1, or opted to install the Mobility Extension for BEA Workshop while
completing the steps described in the installation chapter

See the “Next Steps” chapter for information on how to proceed once you have installed
WebLogic Mobility Server and performed any necessary configuration.

The Appendices chapter explains how to update the WebLogic Mobility Server install location
with BEA WebLogic Workshop and describes the Mobility Framework for WebLogic Portal
9.2/10.

e The term “Mobility Extension for BEA Workshop” used in the document refers to both the
Mobility Extension for BEA WebLogic Workshop 8.1 and the Mobility Plugin for BEA
Workshop for WebLogic Platform 9.2/10

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1—Perform Pre-Installation Task

Configure the Java Path

Before you install the product, you must ensure that the search path contains an entry pointing to
an executable Java binary file, and that the “JAVA_HOME” environment variable points to the
directory containing a full JDK. For instructions on how to do this, see either the “Configure the
Java path on MS Windows 2000” or the “Configure the Java path on Sun Solaris, RedHat Linux
and HP-UX” section below, according to your operating system.

Configure the Java path on MS Windows 2000

The example used here assumes that Java is installed at C:\jdk1.4.2_05.

1. Choose Start — Settings — Control Panel. In the Control Panel, double-click on the
System icon to launch the System Properties dialog.

2. Click the Advanced tab and click Environment Variables.

3. Modify either the “User variables” or the “System variables” as required. Firstly, verify that
your system is not pre-configured by inspecting the “JAVA_HOME” and “Path” settings to
ensure that your chosen JDK is not mentioned. Then follow these steps:

e Create or edit the “JAVA_HOME” entry, setting it to “C:\jdk1.4.2_05"
e Edit the “Path” entry by adding “C:\jdk1.4.2_05\bin;” to the beginning of this entry

Note: To edit a variable, select the variable in the User variables/System variables section
and click Edit. The “Edit System Variable” dialog is displayed. Edit the value in the
Variable value field by clicking in the field and placing the cursor at the start of the entry,
and then entering “C:\jdk1.4.2_05\bin;” BEFORE the entry. Click OK. Click OK again.

4. Now, to report your Java version, launch a command window and execute:

e java —version
Configure the JAVA path on Sun Solaris, RedHat Linux and HP-UX

Note: If you are operating on a RedHat platform, perform the steps in the “Supported Java
Environments for Installation” section below before configuring the JAVA path; if not, proceed
directly to the “Configure the Java path on Sun Solaris, RedHat Linux and HP-UX” section.

Supported Java Environments for Installation

Certain Operating Systems—particularly RedHat—ship with Java Virtual Machines that are not
compatible with the installation software. It is therefore important to ensure that unsupported Java
environments are not present in the search path.

Note: Supported JVMs for installation are the same as those listed as supported by the main
product.
RedHat

RedHat ships with the GNU Java Environment which is incomplete and will prevent the Mobility
Server installer from running. RedHat builds in a symbolic link to the GNU environment which

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must be broken before installation will proceed correctly. If you encounter an error during
installation on RedHat that contains a stack trace referring to the GNU Java environment, you
will need to perform the following steps:

1.

Execute the following command at a console window:

e cd Zusr/bin
Now execute the following command, which will break the symbolic link:

e rrm java

Now execute the following command, which will replace the link with a link to your
supported JVM:

e In -s /opt/j2sdkl.4.2/bin/java java

Note: Replace the term "/opt/j2sdkl.4.2/bin/java" in the command above with the path
to the "java" executable in your supported Java environment.

Now follow the steps below to ensure your JAVA environment is properly configured.

Configure the Java path on Sun Solaris, RedHat Linux and HP-UX

The example used here assumes that Java is installed at /opt/jdk1.4.2_05.

To ensure that the “Path” and “JAVA_HOME” environment variables do not already point to
your JDK, launch a command prompt and execute:

e env
Then follow these steps:

For bash and other sh-compatible shells, execute the following commands:
e JAVA HOME=/opt/jdk1.4.2_05

e export JAVA_HOME

e PATH=$JAVA_HOME/bin:$PATH

e export PATH

For csh-compatible shells, execute the following commands:

e setenv JAVA_HOME /opt/jdk1.4.2_05

e set path=($3JAVA_HOME/bin $path)

Now, to report your Java version, execute:

e java —version

Note: These settings only remain valid for the duration of this command window.

Install WebLogic Mobility Server on MS Windows 2000

This section explains the installation procedure for installing WebLogic Mobility Server on MS
Windows 2000.

Introduction

The mobilityServer36_win.exe installation application is used to install WebLogic Mobility
Server on MS Windows 2000.

License
A BEA WebLogic Mobility Server license file must be integrated into the bea.license file of your

WebLogic Server.

Your sales representative should provide this file to you along with the product CDs. Please
contact your sales representative if you have not yet received your license file.

Once you have updated your license, you will be able to develop and test mobile-device ready
content. If you have a developer or evaluation license, the software installer will install an
evaluation version of the Device Repository enabling testing on a number of popular device
emulators as well as a number of popular mobile and PDA devices. A production license must be
present to install and use the full Device Repository. Note: An invalid license will result in
HTML being delivered.

Please contact a sales representative if you wish to extend your evaluation or developer license or
upgrade to a production license.

Installation Prerequisites

This installation application requires 140 MB of free space on the machine in order to complete
the install.

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Installation Procedure for Sun Solaris, RedHat Linux, and HP-UX

1.

Open an xterm, telnet, or console window and run the WebLogic Mobility Server
installation application, mobilityServer36_unix.bin.

The first stage of the installation is the “Introduction”. Press <Enter> to continue.

The “Supported Platforms” stage is next. Please read this and ensure that the installation
environment meets the stated requirements. Press <Enter> to continue.

The “License Agreement” screen is displayed next. Read the license agreement text and enter
the value Y if you accept the terms of the license agreement, or the value N if you do not

Note: Selecting “N” will cancel the installation after prompting you to confirm cancellation
The following stage of the installation is “Choose Install Set”.

Select the appropriate installation option and click Next to continue. Enter the value “1” (or
press <Enter>) to select the “WebLogic Mobility Server for Workshop 9.2/10.0” installation
option, “2” to select the “WebLogic Mobility Server 3.6 for Workshop 8.1” option, “3” to
select the “WebLogic Mobility Server” option or “4” to select the “Customize...” option.

See chapter 1 of the
Device Repository Guide for instructions on how to do so.

Mobilize Your Own Applications

Once you have installed and configured WebLogic Mobility Server and the Device Repository,
you are almost ready to begin mobilizing your own web applications and portal projects.

If you installed WebLogic Mobility Server with the Mobility Extension for BEA Workshop, it is
recommended that you go through the BEA Mobilize Your Portal Guide and the BEA Sample
Mobility Portal Guide after using this guide. The BEA Mobilize Your Portal Guide explains how
to mobilize a portal and the BEA Sample Mobility Portal Guide illustrates the features of a
mobilized BEA Portal Framework.

If you installed WebLogic Mobility Server with the Mobility Extension for BEA WebLogic
Workshop version 8.1, you should have subsequently imported the Sample Workshop Project
(“restaurantWeb”) provided with the product. For a step-by-step exercise in mobilizing the sample
workshop application, see the BEA Sample Workshop Mobility Project Guide

Appendix A: Update the WebLogic Mobility Server Install

Location with BEA WebLogic Workshop 9.2/10

If you had been using an old WebLogic Mobility Server installation with the Mobility Extension
for BEA Workshop, and install a new version of WebLogic Mobility Server with Mobility
Extension in a new location (on a BEA WebLogic 8.1 or 9.2/10 platform), when you first start
BEA Workshop you will need to configure which installation to use.

Note: In BEA WebLogic Workshop 8.1, a warning will be displayed when you first start
Workshop informing you that a new WebLogic Mobility Server been installed, and that you
should click OK to configure which installation to use. Clicking OK will launch the “IDE
Properties” dialog

In the “IDE Properties” dialog (8.1) or Windows “Preferences” panel (9.2/10) the default
WebLogic Mobility Server Install Location setting points to the old location—click Browse
and specify the new install location.

Note: If you re-installed WebLogic Mobility Server with the Mobility Extension for BEA
Workshop over an old location, WebLogic will automatically pick up the new files, etc. without
any user input.
