Mobile SDK software on the Windows platform, and how to edit and build the BEA Mobile Tag
Read sample application in Microsoft Visual Studio .NET.

The intended audience is software developers who will develop, build, and deploy applications
built on top of the BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK product. The instructions in this
manual assume you have software development experience with the platform on which you will
install the software, and some understanding of RFID technology.

This sample demonstrates how to use the BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK API for tag
reading with EPCIS capture (send an EPCIS ObjectEvent for one or more EPC reads). The source
code for this sample application is installed with the product to allow application developers to
modify the code to meet their requirements and deployment environments.

Installation Overview

The BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK installation program provides a complete
framework for the installation, uninstallation, and repair of the BEA WebLogic RFID Edge
Mobile SDK software product.

The installation program can be used in the following modes:

Graphical mode

Graphical-mode installation is an interactive, GUI-based method for installing your
software. See Chapter 4, “Running the Installation Program in Graphical Mode.”
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Preparing for Your Installation

o Console mode

Console-mode installation is an interactive, text-based method for installing your software
from the command line on a Windows system. See Chapter 5, “Running the Installation
Program in Console Mode.”

Product Installation Components

The installation program installs components on the Windows system and on the mobile device
connected to the system.

Windows Platform

The following components are installed on the Windows system using the Windows installation
program:

e BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK Libraries—The DLLs for developing BEA
WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK applications.

for installing applications onto mobile devices.

o BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK Sample Code—Sample C# source code
illustrating how to program to the BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK along with the
corresponding Microsoft Visual Studio project and solution.

Temporary Disk Space Requirements

The BEA installation program uses a temporary directory into which it extracts the files necessary
to install the software on the target system. The extracted files are deleted from the temporary
directory at the end of the installation process.

By default, the installation program uses the directory referenced by the TMP system variable on
the Windows platform.

Note: If you do not have enough temporary space to run the installation program, you are
prompted to specify an alternate directory or exit the installation program.

Choosing a BEA Home Directory

When you install your BEA software, you are prompted to specify a BEA Home directory. This
directory serves as a repository for common files that are used by multiple BEA products installed
on the same machine. For this reason, the BEA Home directory can be considered a central
support directory for all the BEA products installed on your system.

The files in the BEA Home directory are essential for BEA software to operate correctly on your
system. They perform the following types of functions:
e Ensure that licensing works correctly for the installed BEA products

e Facilitate checking of cross-product dependencies during installation

e Facilitate Service Pack installation
Although the default location for the product installation directory is within the BEA Home

directory, you can select a different location outside the BEA Home directory.

During installation of your BEA software, you are prompted to choose an existing BEA Home
directory or specify a path to create a new BEA Home directory. If you choose to create a new
directory, the installation program automatically creates it for you.

Choosing a Product Installation Directory

The product installation directory contains all software components, including program files and
examples. You are prompted during initial installation to choose a product installation directory.
If you accept the default , your software is installed in the following directory:

C:\bea\mobilexx

Here, C:\bea is the BEA Home directory (BEA HOME) and mobilexx is the product installation
directory for the BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK software, referred to in this document
asBEA MOBILE SDK_HOME. However, you can specify any name and location on your system for
a product installation directory.

Choosing a BEA Mohile Home Directory

During the mobile device installation, you are prompted to specify a a BEA Mobile Home
Directory. The mobile device allows you to select a directory, and provides a default directory.
If you accept the default, your software is installed in the following directory:

Running the Installation Program

Start the installation program in console mode with the msiexec command as described in
“Starting in Console Mode” on page 3-2.

The /gqn+ command line option for the msiexec command disables progress windows and only
displays the installation complete dialog box at the end. If progress windows are desired, specify
the /gb+ option for “Basic UI” mode or the /qr option for “Reduced UI” mode in place of the
/an+ option.

Use the following procedure after you have started the installation program in console mode, as
described in Chapter 3, “Starting the Installation Program.”

1. Invoke the msiexec command with the appropriate command line options.

2. After the Windows platform installation completes, the mobile device platform installation
dialogs is displayed (currently, these dialogs cannot be suppressed). Proceed with the mobile
device platform installation in GUI mode as described in “Running the Installation Program”
on page 4-1.

About BEA Product Licenses

BEA products use an XML-format license file called 1icense.bea. This license file, stored in
the BEA Mobile Home directory on the mobile device platform, applies to BEA Mobile SDK
products installed in that directory. Your BEA software checks this file at run time to determine
which product components you are authorized to use.

Licenses are release specific. For example, to use BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK 1.0,
you must have a valid 1.0 license file.

The types of license files that can be used as the 1icense.bea file and the technical restrictions
that they impose are described in Table 6-1.

Note: See the End User License Agreement for specific license terms and conditions.

Understanding the Shortcuts on the Mobile Device

When you install the BEA Mobile Tag Read sample application on the mobile device, the
installation program automatically creates shortcut entries on the Start menu and the Programs

menu:

e To access the application from the Start menu, select Start -\BEAMobileTagRead.

e To access the application from the Programs folder, select Start —Programs and select the
BEAMobileTagRead icon.

Testing the Windows Platform Installation

To make sure that the BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK is correctly installed, build the
BEA Mobile Tag Read sample application in Microsoft Visual Studio:

1. Use the Windows File Explorer to go to the following directory:

BEA MOBILE SDK HOME\samples\BEAMobileTagRead
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2. Double-click on the BEAMobileTagRead.sln solution file to bring up the BEA Mobile Tag
Read solution and project in Microsoft Visual Studio .NET 2003 or Microsoft Visual Studio
2005.

3. In the main menu of Microsoft Visual Studio, select Build —Rebuild Solution to build the
BEA Mobile Tag Read sample application.If the rebuild is succesful, a successful build
message is displayed in the Output window .

Note: Ifthe BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK was installed in a non-default location,
additional configuration steps are required. For example, the BEA . Mobile.d11 file must
be manually added as a Reference to the BEAMobi 1eTagRead project in Microsoft Visual
Studio.

Testing the Mobile Device Platform Installation

Verify the correct installation of the BEA Mobile Tag Read sample application by starting the
application.

Starting BEA Mobile Tag Read Sample Application

Start the sample application by one of the following methods:

e Use a shortcut documented in “Understanding the Shortcuts on the Mobile Device” on
page 7-2.

e Select Start —Programs —¥File Explorer on the mobile device, go to the samples directory
(\bea\mobilel0\samples\tagread\), and select the BEAMobileTagRead. exe file.
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Post-Installation Information

If the application starts successfully, the mobile device screen displays the main dialog:

If the application does not start successfully, make the appropriate corrections based on the error
messages and restart the application.

Stopping BEA Mobile Tag Read Sample Application

Stop the sample application using one of the following methods:
e Select File —Exit on the mobile device screen to exit the sample application.

e If the application is running in the background, select Start —Settings —System —Memory
—Running Programs —BEA Mobile RFID and press the Stop button.

Note: Pressing the “X” icon in the upper right-hand corner of the sample application dialog does
not stop the application; the application will continue to run in the background if the “X” icon is
pressed.

Configuring the BEA Mobhile Tag Read Sample Application

You can configure the BEA Mobile Tag Read sample application by editing the following file:
BEA MOBILE HOME/samples/tagread/BEAMobileTagRead.config.xml

You can edit the file directly on the mobile device, or copy it to your Windows system for editing
and subsequent update back to the mobile device.

The BEAMobileTagRead.config.xml file is a configuration properties file for the BEA Mobile
Tag Read sample application. BEA MOBILE_HOME is the directory in which you installed the BEA
Mobile software on the mobile device.

This file is formatted as a .NET application properties XML file, where each line defines a
configuration parameter. Lines beginning with <! -- and ending with --> are comments and are
ignored by the sample application during processing. The file is self-documenting in that each
property or set of properties is described by the comments preceding it.

To enable the changes made to the BEAMobileTagRead.config.xml file, the sample
application must be restarted.

Edit Configuration

To edit the sample application configuration properties, select Actions —Edit
Config... to display the Edit Config dialog box. The Edit Config dialog allows you to
dynamically configure the following EPCIS capture properties without an
application restart:

» EPCIS action (ADD, OBSERVE, DELETE)
* Read point URIs

* Business location URIs

* Business step URIs

» Disposition URIs

* Destination URIs

» EPCIS business transactions

These selections are preserved across application restarts.

Tag Read

To initiate a tag read, point the antenna of the mobile device at an RFID tag and pull
the trigger. The sample application reads continuously while the trigger is held and
stops reading when the trigger is released. After the trigger has been released, the tag
read in EPC format is displayed in the main Ul and the Tags tile is updated with the
tag count.

The status bar displays informational messages pertaining to the performed action.

If the isimmediateSend property in the BEAMobileTagRead.config.xml file is set to
false, the tag reads are persisted in the configured persistence store location.

If the isimmediateSend property in the BEAMobileTagRead.config.xml file is set to
true, then EPCIS events representing the tag reads are sent immediately to the
configured destination URIs.

Clear Displayed Reads

To clear the tag reads displayed on the Select Actions —Clear Displayed Reads to
clear out the tag reads displayed in the main UI. The main Ul is cleared of tag reads
and the status bar indicates that the displayed reads were cleared.
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Send Persisted Reads To send all persisted reads, select Actions —Send Persisted Reads to send all
persisted reads to the configured destination URIs. The Status Bar displays the
number of messages successfully sent.

Clear Persisted Reads To clear persisted reads from the persistence store, select Actions —Clear Persisted
Reads. The status bar confirms that the persisted reads were cleared

Obtain Version To display application and reader version information, select Help —About.

About the Uninstallation Program

The following sections describe how to uninstall the BEA WebLogic Mobile SDK 1.0 software
in graphical and console modes.

The uninstallation program also removes the product directory associated with the installation
unless one of the following is true:

e The product directory contains user-created configuration or application files—the
uninstallation program does not delete user-created configuration files or
application-generated files.

e The uninstallation program is invoked from within the product directory structure—
specifically, from within the uninstall directory. (To remove all components, run the
uninstallation program from a directory that is not under BEA_HOME or
BEA MOBILE_ SDK_HOME.)

To uninstall the BEA WebLogic Mobile SDK 1.0 software in graphical mode, use one of the
following procedures:

Uninstalling With the BEA WebLogic Mobile SDK Uninstall
Program

1. Shut down any running applications that are using the SDK libraries.

Note: If the uninstallation program detects SDK files/components in use by other applications,
then the uninstallation program will indicate to restart the PC system to properly cleanup
the uninstallation.

2. Start the uninstallation program by opening a Command Prompt window (or use the Windows
File Explorer) and go to the location where you copied the BEA WebLogic RFID Edge
Mobile SDK 1.0 - Setup.msi file and invoke the setup file.

The uninstallation program prompts you to confirm that you want to remove the software.

To uninstall the BEA WebLogic Mobile SDK 1.0 software using the command-line interface:
1. From the directory where you copied the BEA WebLogic Mobile SDK 1.0 Setup.msi file,
begin the uninstallation by entering the following command:

msiexec /x “BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK 1.0 - Setup.msi” /gn+
[/Option <Required Parameter> [Optional Parameter]]

After a few moments, a Windows uninstaller window opens and the uninstallation program
begins to uninstall the software.

For more detailed command line information, enter the following command:
msiexec /help

2. After the Windows platform uninstallation completes, the mobile device platform
uninstallation dialog is displayed (currently, these dialogs cannot be suppressed). Proceed
with the mobile device platform uninstallation as described in “Uninstalling Your Software in
Graphical Mode” on page 9-2.

Repairing Your Software

To repair your software, invoke the BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK 1.0 - Setup.msi
installation file and select Repair BEA WebLogic RFID Edge Mobile SDK 1.0.

WARNING: The repair installation overwrites all product components including the
BEAMobileTagRead.config.xml configuration file. Please backup any files
you want to preserve before running the repair installation.

Reinstalling Your Software

You cannot reinstall the same version of the BEA WebLogic RFID Moblie SDK product on top
of a previously installed version of the same product.

To reinstall the same version, you must first uninstall the previous installation.

If you try to install the BEA WebLogic RFID Moblie SDK product on top of a previously
installed version, the system displays the BEA WebLogic RFID Moblie SDK Setup Wizzard.

At the prompt, choose one of the following options:

e To repair your current installation, select Repair BEA WebLogic Mobile SDK 1.0. For
more information, see “Repairing Your Software” on page 9-4.
