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Install Patch IKQC 
After installing AquaLogic Service Bus, use the Smart Update tool to download and install patch 
IKQC. After applying the patch, perform the following platform specific tasks. 

Windows – Replace set PRE_CLASSPATH= with set 
PRE_CLASSPATH=%PATCH_CLASSPATH% in the <Domain_Dir>/bin/setDomainEnv.bat 
file. 

UNIX – Replace set PRE_CLASSPATH= with set 
PRE_CLASSPATH=${PATCH_CLASSPATH} in the <Domain_Dir>/bin/setDomainEnv.sh 
file. 

Where <Domain_Dir> specifies the domain directory. Detailed information on this is 
available in Chapter 1, “Installing EDI Utilities” of the BEA EDI Utilities Solution Guide.

Install Patch WB1Y 
Use the Smart Update tool to download and install patch WB1Y. After applying this patch, 
perform the following two tasks. 

Add %BEA_HOME%\ patch_weblogic910\patch_jars\ CR259279_910.jar to the 
client classpath definition. 

Set the system property -Dweblogic.MaxMessageSize to increase the message size limit. 

Following is a sample ant Java task to perform the above two settings:

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Known and Resolved Issues 
This section describe known problems in BEA EDI Utilities 1.0, as well as problems that were 
resolved in 1.0. Entries include a description of the problem, and a work-around or solution where 
appropriate. 

Problem ID Description 

CR259279 Receiving large messages (documents larger than 10MB) through JMS will 
throw the following exception. 

MaxMessageSizeExceededException 

Install patch WB1Y and set the maximum message size using the 
-Dweblogic.MaxMessageSize system property. See Section “Install 
Patch WB1Y,” for more details. 

CR262575 This release of BEA EDI Utilities does not support EDI escape characters; the 
default EDIFACT escape character being “?”. 

CR271332 Unable to configure BEA EDI Utilities if Cyclone Interchange and AquaLogic 
Service Bus are installed on different machines. 

Both the products have to be installed on the same machine for the BEA EDI 
Utilities installer to configure them. If it is imperative to install them on different 
machines, use any of the following means. 

• Run the installer on the machine where AquaLogic Service Bus is already 
installed. Map to the shared drive, with write permissions, where Cyclone 
Interchange is installed. This work-around has not been tested in a 
cross-platform installation scenario, for example, Windows and Solaris. 

• Run the installer on the machine where AquaLogic Service Bus is already 
installed, and configure BEA EDI Utilities using a dummy install directory 
for Cyclone Interchange. Post-configuration, copy the following files from 
the dummy installation directory, to the actual Cyclone Interchange 
directory: 

<CI_HOME>/conf/splitters.xml 
<CI_HOME>/site/jars/beasplitter.jar 
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
