Thefirst step in the conversion processis locating the root directory for your original
WebL ogic installation. All of the weblogic.properties files you convert must reside
under thisroot, and these files must be located on the same machine that this server is
running on.

Use thelinksto navigate the server’ sfile system to find the weblogic root. When you
have found it, click theicon next to it and move on to the next step.

The conversion utility provides alist of entities that have been identified as potentia
servers and clusters.
