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About This Document

This document covers the following topics:

What You Need to Know

This document is intended mainly for application devel opers needing to translate
binary datafilesinto XML documents and XML documentsinto binary datafiles.
They do this using the BEA WebLogic XML/non-XML Trandator application
(hereafter referred to as XML Trandator). This capability provides for easier
integration of third party applicationsinto the BEA WebL ogic Server environment.

Preinstallation Considerations

The following actions are necessary before installing XML Translator:

m  Review the platform support and software reguirements sections of the BEA
WebL ogic XML/Non-XML Trandator Release Notes and make sure that the
computer upon which you areinstalling XML Translator satisfies the listed
requirements.

m Install a Java Environment that meets the software requirements listed in the
BEA WebLogic XML/Non-XML Translator Release Notes.

m  Set the JAVA_HOVE environment variable to the directory containing your Java
runtime environment. The default on UNIX isthebi n/ j r e directory under your
Java Devel opment environment root directory.

Installing on UNIX in Console Mode

Toinstall the XML Translator software on UNIX, you runthei nstal | . bi n BEA
standard installation program. Y ou have the option of using console mode. A console
mode installation installs all the necessary software components without displaying a
graphical user interface.

Note: Theinstallation procedure used in a console mode installation is the same as
the procedure used in agraphics modeinstallation. The sameinstallation steps
and options are presented in the same order. The only difference between
installation modes is that in the graphics mode you are led through the
installation by a graphical user interface.

Also, the Format Builder (XML Translator design tool) is not installed or
configured on UNIX.
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Perform the following stepsto install the XML Translator software in console mode
on acertified UNIX platform:

Setting the Class Path

Y ou can set your class path in one of two ways:

m  Use the -classpath runtime option when you invoke the Java compiler (j avac)
or the interpreter (j ava)

m  Set the CLASSPATH environment variable.

The class path setting is different for UNIX and Windows platforms. On Windows
NT, semicolons separate each entry in the class path. On UNIX, colons separate each
entry in the class path.

The examples below illustrate using the Java compiler (j avac) and the Java
interpreter (j ava) , tobuild and runaJavaapplicationthat usesXML Translator. The
exampl es that run the application include an additional directory that contains the
licensefile (1 i cense. bea).

Your software will beinstalled in these
directoriesif you accept all defaults when installing it (see “Chapter 1,
