However, it will be removed in a future release and customers
should make plans to migrate to FrameworkFolders.

® The Kofax Capture scripts components will be deprecated in a future release.

The Kofax Capture scripts components for Kofax 10.2 are available and supported
in release 12.2.1.0 and also in release 12.2.1.1.0. However, it will be removed in a
future release and customers should make plans accordingly.

Upgrading Oracle WebCenter Content

This section describes the upgrade issues and workarounds.

Upgrade restriction in unpatched PS5 version

If a customer has a PS5 instance and has not applied the patch for bug 13723409 for
changing the application name and has not configured the server which reflects the
changed application name, then it doesn't meet the pre-upgrade configuration and
upgrade should not be tried as the CS schema will not be discovered.

The workaround to upgrade this type of PS5 instance is to configure the server
correctly.

¢ Install the patch which contains bug 13723409 for the application name change to:
Oracle Universal Content Management - Content Server.

® Verify the patch install by redeploying the CS application in the existing domain. If
there was no existing CS application in the domain then the new CS application
will be created with the new application name. This will ensure that the CS schema
gets discovered.
